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Eligibility requirements 

· Applicants must be registered as PhD students at the University of Cambridge or DPhil students at the University of Oxford.
· Successful candidates will have to have transferred to full PhD/DPhil status before taking up their fellowship.
How to apply

The complete file is composed of the application form (filled out electronically) with its annexes and two detailed letters of reference.

The application form must be accompanied by the following five annexes:

1. A personal statement (one page maximum), dated and signed, explaining why a stay at the ULB would be beneficial for your research and presenting your mid-term professional goals.  
2. A summary (2000 signs maximum, including spaces) of your research project.

3. A description of your research project, clearly highlighting the scientific benefit of the interaction with your host promoter at the ULB (four pages maximum, including the bibliography).
4. A detailed CV (please do not use the Europass template).
5. A copy of your university transcripts for each academic year and of your diplomas.
The letters of reference must be sent directly to the Foundation by:

1. Your thesis supervisor. An additional letter from a member of the academic staff of your university can be sent if this person is closely involved in supervising your research work.
2. The member of the academic staff – holding a permanent full-time position at the Université libre de Bruxelles – who will be supervising your research at ULB 
It is your responsibility to contact these persons and provide them with the information that must be included in their letter of reference (see instructions on our website).

Deadline for application

Before submitting your application, you will have to merge and compress the application form and the annexes in one single PDF.
· The application form and the annexes must be received by Monday 2 December 2024 (noon Belgian time) on our email address: fwa@ulb.be.
· The letters of reference must be sent directly by the referees to fwa@ulb.be by Monday 2 December 2024 (noon Belgian time).

If the fellowship is awarded, it will only be activated once the Foundation has received proof of your enrolment as a PhD/DPhil student for the academic year 2025/2026, and a letter from your University authorizing your research stay at the ULB.
